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Treasurer’s Report

As we all know, the Covid-19 virus wreaked havoc with our MMTA planned activities this past fiscal
year. However, after all was said and done, we actually ended the year in good financial shape. We
currently have $55,718.63 in account.

In the document I have attached, there are two reports. The first report on page 1 shows the proposed
budget that was in place last year along with the actual amounts that were spent. Because of Covid-19
many of the proposed budget numbers were vastly different at the end of the year than the proposed
amounts. That was true for both income and expenses. However, the good news is that the final total
amounts for income and expenses were not very far apart. We ended the year with a loss of only $642.32. 1
think that is somewhat remarkable in that we had to cancel the pre-college evaluations and finals. As most
of you know, those events are where we make most of our income each year.

Page 2 of the attachment is my proposed budget for this new fiscal year. It is impossible to know what the
future holds as far as Covid-19 is concerned so I have put together a budget that is conservative and will
hopefully fit into whatever scenario comes to pass. This year when the Mississippi Arts Commission
awarded us a grant of $4300, they did so with the stipulation that we match that amount with a $4300
contribution of our own. The MAC grant and matching contribution can only be used for the fall
conference and collegiate competition expenses. Therefore, I have to include a total of $8600 for expenses
in those two categories. I have divided up the $8600 into three different amounts and show them in red in
the expenses.

I present this proposed budget to you for your consideration and sustaining vote.

As we begin this year please feel free to email or text me any time if you need help or have questions
concerning MMTA financial issues. Regardless of any Covid-19 influence on our events during the year I
am confident that as long as we can keep income and expenses in close proximity with each other as we did
this past year we will be fine financially.
